Students must have a  
properly weighted baton. 

These may be ordered 
from americanbaton.com. 
The Mini-Major Converti-
ble 3/8” is recommended. 
It is $22.95 plus shipping. 

To get the correct size, 
hold the student’s arm 

straight out and measure 
from the underarm to the 
longest finger tip. Round 

up to the nearest inch.
